SUB :  Issues related to CHQ to be pursued
Sir,

With due respect I would like to inform you that some issues related to CHQ were discussed in our SEC meet at Digha on 13th &14th March,2010 . The State Executives of West Bengal State Branch are very much proud of your kind presence in the said SEC meet .  We request you to kindly pursue the following issues for early settlement.

The issues are :

1. SEC decided that the SDEs/DEs working in CTD, WBTC, ETR, ETP, Civil, Electrical etc. are not willing to be transferred from West Bengal State to J&K rather they are ready to be transferred to Assam, NE-I, NE-II & A& N circle. This is the first time some SDEs are transferred from  WBTC to J&K as per longest staying. So it is our request to you to pursue  the said issue to CO.

2. Method of pay fixation in respect of absorbed employee of BSNL who have opted IDA pay scales w.e.f  the of their promotion/retirement (whichever is  earlier) which falls after 1.10.2000 as per para 5 of Presidential order issued for their absorption in BSNL is under consideration in DOT . In this regard it is to inform you that lakhs of rupees are being deducted from savings of the concerned executives at the time of retirement . So I request you to kindly pursue the case with the competent authority at Headquarter so that deduction of bulk amount of money at the time of retirement is to be stopped until the final decision comes from DOT .

3. A good number of TTAs are working as officiating JTO not only in CTD & WBTC but also in other Circles since years together and they are being deprived like anything . In our SEC meet we again took the resolution for their one time upgradation for the regularisation in the cadre of JTO . Please pursue the matter .

4. As per our demand and due to extensive pursuation from CHQ , ALTTC Ghaziabad has arranged one week Accounts Training for electrical , civil wing etc. for the SDEs, working in said wings, who have not qualified Account Exam, held in the month of July’2008 . SEC meet discussed that selection of trainees for the said training will be done as per seniority in the cadre of SDE among the non qualified SDEs to avoid the further financial complications, otherwise if some junior SDE completes the training first then he may get all incremental benefits after completion of the training prior to senior SDEs not considered for the training . It is learnt that for the first batch training for electrical wing in the month of April , 2010 at ALTTC Ghaziabad , concerned administration has published the trainees name not as per seniority . Please pursue the matter.

5. The regular promotion order from the cadre of JTO ( E ) to SDE ( E ) was issued from CO vide order no. 2 – 14/11/2009- Elect Dt  16.02.2010 . As per discussion with you in our SEC meet I am sending three cases for the modification of posting order in respect of the said promotion order . Prayer applications of  the said three candidates are enclosed herewith as Annexure ‘A’  for your ready reference.

6. In our SEC meet I have submitted to you with documents the case of Com. Tarun Kumar Ghosh, SDE ( Intl. ) Kumarpur / Asansol SSA under WBTC regarding issuance of order for promotion notionally to the grade of SDE (T) against 25% competitive quota held on 15.07.2007 as well as to incorporate in the seniority list of TES Gr. B accordingly and As a Physically Handicapped person he may get his posting as SDE in WBTC in the new order ( Prayer applications of  Com. Tarun Ghosh along with his Physically Handicapped certificate is enclosed herewith as Annexure ‘B’ for your ready reference.).

7. Another two cases , already discussed & concerned prayer applications with supporting documents already sent to you,  are (i) the case of Sri Ashok Ganguly,SDE for his retention in WBTC on humanitarian ground, as he was transferred to J&K from WBTC and (ii) request for transfer of Com. Y. Kurmanayakulu( SDE/ETP at Siliguriof West Bengal)  from ETP to AP Circle.

8. Seniority nos of a good no of SDEs belonging to CTD are not found in the revised Syn.List No. 3 to 7 published by HQ .The list of concerned  SDEs alongwith the recommendation letter of  AGM ( Staff) / CTD to AGM / DPC /CO already submitted to Com. Sebastian , AGS /CHQ on his recent tour at Calcutta . Please pursue the case for necessary correction so that they can get  DE (Officiating ) in CTD . 

9. Com. Jamal Ahmad is working as SDE ( NWOP –I / CM ) in Siliguri SSA under WBTC . He has served for more than 8 years inWBTC  at Siliguri since his substantive cadre as JTO from 04.02 .2002 . He has given a prayer to GM( Pers ) , CO for transfer to Lucknow  SSA under UP ( East ) Telecom  Circle due to his family conditions ( ailing parents inhabitant of UP ) . ( Prayer applications of  Com. Com. Jamal Ahmad is enclosed herewith as Annexure ‘C’ for your ready reference.) . Please pursue the case.

10. The case of Com. Manilal Paul , PS to DGM ( TR ) /WBTC for Enhancement rate of advance increment  for passing higher speed test at the rate of 100 & 120 w.p.m. in English Stenography. The application of Com Manilal Paul alongwith  supporting documents are enclosed herewith as Annexure ‘D’ .

11. AGM ( Staff ) /WBTC  asked for valued suggestion / guideline to ADG ( Pers- IV )/CO for providing field  training & phase – II training  for JTO ( Departmental candidate ) 15% quota exam. of Sri Gautam Kar , Sr. TOA ( P ) ,CSC , Bankura /WBTC . Deputy Manager ( Pers.-IV ) / CO sent his recommendation for processing the said case as per rules / regulations on the matter without giving any specific guideline . Again AGM ( Staff ) /WBTC requested  Deputy Manager ( Pers.-IV ) / CO through his letter vide no. SF/ TC/T-2/TRG/JTOs/2009 dated 24.03.2009 for specific guideline on the said matter . Relevant correspondence are enclosed herewith as Annexure ‘E’.

    The above said issues were discussed in our SEC meet at Digha  & our State Executives hope the said issues will be pursued from CHQ for early settlement so that concerned beloved comrades may get the benefits.
